Set across 12 refurbished floors, every detail at 1 Great
St Helen’s has been shaped by what we know about
how people think, feel and perform at their best.

Clear zoning across floors enables fluid movement
between spaces; a ground-floor café and members’
lounge form the building’s heart, while Level 1
provides a dedicated meeting suite.

The workspaces on floors 2-9 maximise natural light
and intuitive navigation. A no-phone library space for
focused work greets you on the 6th floor, while at the
top, a rooftop pavilion and 3,700 sq ft terrace offer
greenery, daylight and fresh air.

On the Lower Ground, wellness, recovery and
movement areas introduce space to pause, reset and
recharge throughout the day.




The carefully-crafted ground floor sets the tone for
the entire building.

With a defined concierge-style reception and
generous public seating, the open plan space has
been designed to feel like the lobby of a boutique
hotel, where movement feels intuitive.

A vibrant ground-floor café serves members and the
surrounding neighbourhood.

An expansive members’ lounge blends refinement
and informality - a place to meet, pause and
connect, and a flexible setting for gatherings and
community moments.







Level 1is almost entirely dedicated to meeting,
gathering and sharing ideas - a rarity in the City.

Your team will feel supported by meeting spaces
designed to foster focus, clarity and collaborative
thinking - whether you’re hosting clients or coming
together internally.

Beautifully designed, acoustically controlled and
intentionally diverse, the suite offers the right room
for every type of conversation, including:

* 1,000 sq ft conference suite for up to 100 guests,
with dedicated breakout space for events

e 24-person conference room
* 18-person boardroom

* l4-person meeting room

* 4-person interview room

» 2 private phone booths

* Breakout area and teapoint for informal
connection

These spaces contribute to one of the strongest
meeting ratios in the City - offering 1 seat for every
5.2 workstations.







Across Levels 2-9, 550 workstations have been
shaped to maximise natural light and provide
flexibility for different ways of working that modern
teams need.

Each level offers a balance of:

* Open plan desking: 70-88 workstations
depending on floor

* Internal meeting rooms: 6-7 person rooms

* Phone booths for deep focus or confidential
discussions (1 phone booth per 24 workstations)

* Relaxed breakout areas and teapoints for
informal catch-ups

* Terraces and balconies on selected floors

* Natural ventilation possible via openable end
windows







The Basement has been designed for the active
commuter to seamlessly reset between the commute
to the City and the start of the working day.

It comprises 110 bike spaces and 100 lockers for
secure storage, as well as ample changing and
bathroom facilities, including 11 showers and spa-
grade finishes.
